Rom 8:35  Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?

Power over the nations - Every witness of Christ has power to confute and confound all the false doctrines and maxims of the nations of the world, for Christianity shall at last rule over all; the kingdom of Christ will come, and the kingdoms of this world become the kingdoms of our God and of his Christ.

As the vessels of a potter shall they be broken to shivers - That is, as applied to the nations, there would be no power to oppose His rule; the enemies of his government would be destroyed. Instead of remaining firm and compacted together, they would be broken like the clay vessel of a potter when struck with a rod of iron.

2Co 4:5  For we preach not ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your servants for Jesus' sake. 
2Co 4:6  For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 
2Co 4:7  But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of God, and not of us. 
2Co 4:8  We are troubled on every side, yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but not in despair; 
2Co 4:9  Persecuted, but not forsaken; cast down, but not destroyed;

Treasure in Earthen Vessels: The first clause in the contrasting the warfare of the flesh and multiple problems, implies the earthiness of the vessels; the second clause, the excellency of the power.

Troubled on every side — Greek, “in every respect” (This verse expresses inward distresses; 2Co_4:9, outward distresses (2Co_7:5). “Without were fightings; within were fears.” 
perplexed, but not in despair — Greek, “not utterly perplexed.” As perplexity refers to the future, so “troubled” or “hard pressed” refers to the present.

Persecuted, but not forsaken, endeavoring to outstrip his faith by persecution, but could not succeed:

Cast down, but not destroyed -This also belongs to wrestlers, where he that throws the other first is conqueror. To cast down is to overcome, to throw. And then, the being not destroyed signifies that, although they were thrown down-cast into troubles and difficulties, yet they rose again, and surmounted them all.

2Co 4:13  We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak; 
2Co 4:14  Knowing that he which raised up the Lord Jesus shall raise up us also by Jesus, and shall present us with you. 
2Co 4:15  For all things are for your sakes, that the abundant grace might through the thanksgiving of many redound to the glory of God.
